Abstract: The most important institute of church and community of Ancient Rus was monk-
hood. The main goal of monkhood is serving to God, but the most attention monks payed to
solving economical and material problems. Along the whole ancient period of Rus’ church histo-
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ry sources, providing vital activity of monasteries and hermits were limited, but various. An im-
portant moment is that monkhood could not exist without laity’s help. Monks were helped and
supported by various noble sponsors such as patrons and donators, monks’ relatives and
friends, personal resources and from different sources inside monasteries. Not less important is
the fact, that there were many principled differences between income of monasteries and
monk’s personal capital, also between monkhoods and traveling monks, determined by many
social, economic and other reasons. This article represents an preliminary analysis of sources
that supported Ancient Rus’ monkhood, considering it’s canonical organization.

Abstract: The term «potestariness» was created within the framework of the Marxist historical
paradigm and in the cause of the class struggle were not observing in all the societies, it was
necessary to describe the political process in other categories without going beyond the limits of
Marxist methodology. To some extent, the key to determining potestariness is the opposition of
state and pre-state society. Since the term "potestial" was most often applied to non-European
societies, as applied to societies that developed within the limits of the impact of European cul-
ture, its use causes some certain difficulties. Potestar society, if we talk about it as simply as pos-
sible, is a society that s the stage of social-economic development is closest to the communal life
and is characterized by such a simple (primitive) device that it does not need the attributes of
civilization. It should be recognized that Ancient Russia was just such an example that devel-
oped extremely unevenly. It seems that one factor in its development is still hard underestimat-
ed - the emergence of the Christian church in Russia and the beginning of its systematic Chris-
tianization. The Christian church as a public institution by definition and its characteristics is
not a pitty (potestar) institution. Only the development of society and the gradual overcoming of
the potestariness determines the success of Christianization and, on the contrary, the success (or
failure) of Christianization testifies to the overcoming (or non-overcoming) of the potestariness.
The Christianization can be seen as a means of transforming the potestar society into a state.
The dynamics of this process can be very complicated.

Abstract: In article the question of a status originality of yamsky d’iaks (clerks) in the Russian
state of the first half of the 16th century is considered. This layer traditionally was considered as
specialized group of d’iaks (clerks). A large number of examples demonstrates, however, weak
communication yamsky d’iaks with functioning of road system which, apparently, had to make a
circle of their duties. Yamsky d’iaks are known as authors of slave diplomas, participated in tax-
ation, acted as judges. Short duration of execution of the duties by them, often, with return on
usual for gentry service has been connected probably with grant of "yamsky" in kormlen’ie
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(feedings). Examples such have been widespread in Great Novgorod. Yamsky, as well as other
feedings which are genetically connected with palace service low level, could complain to repre-
sentatives of gentry of a low rank, giving them the chance to raise the status.

Yamsky clerks have inherited a part of the functions from "yamshik" (“yamnik”) of early time
and only conditionally can be ranked as members of bureaucracy. Staying in the office work en-
vironment, the Moscow yamsky clerks gained necessary communications and experience so,
subsequently many of them could join ranks of a full-fledged clerks. In the Novgorod county this
position has turned into subject to ordinary grant, without any promotion. On the example of
the organization of yamsky clerks complexity and ambiguity of process of forming of a control
system, use of the acquired forms of feedings during creation of government is thus traced.

On the basis of a wide range of sources including archival, the author
shows how idea of M.M. Shcherbatov — an source-study expert in the Russian historiography for
the 19—20th centuries changed. Pre-revolutionary historians underestimated M.M. Shcherbatov's
role in formation of a domestic source study of the 18th century, giving superiority in this plan to
the "German scientists” working in Russia through Imperial St. Petersburg academy of Sciences
(G.-F. Miiller, A.-L. Schl6zer, etc.). Strongly this representation and in the Soviet historiography of
the 1920th — kept the 1930th. The refusal of him became possible only in post-war years on a wave
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of the fight against national nihilism initiated from above, for the statement of a priority of the
Russian scientists in formation of domestic science and culture. Among the Soviet historians nom-
inated in this regard by efforts to the forefront of the Russian scientists of the 18th century to
M.M. Shcherbatov as the founder at us an assembly source study, possesses one of the first places.
Without denying a contribution which was brought by M.M. Shcherbatov in development of as-
sembly material, the author comes nevertheless to a conclusion about exaggeration by the Soviet
historians of his personal contribution in this area. Formation of an assembly source study in Rus-
sia — difficult and many-sided process, and is hardly fair to connect him with a name only of one
M.M. Shcherbatov.

In his views there is no
"outcome to the East", nor the decisive factor mastersuite, no idea about Russia as Eurasia, nor
the ideas of struggle as the driving force of history, nor, finally, the Eurasian understanding of
the benefits of the Mongol invasion. Ideologues of Eurasianism regarded M.V. Shakhmatov as a
temporary companion, which was used as "special”. In turn, he declared his break with them.
Analyzes in detail his concept of the Supreme power of Ancient Rus’. In her most acutely in the
national historiography was suggested that the uncertainty with the modern legal point of view,
political power in Rus’, its sacred nature and diversity of manifestation. In their specific histori-
cal views of M.V. Shakhmatov acted as the original successor of the pre-revolutionary historical
science in the conditions of emigration, Petersburg historical school.
