Abstract: The Modern historical research of medieval institutions can not be complete without
actualization the problems, what traditionally belong to the historical anthropology. Everyday
life, the features of social organization, value systems and stereotypes prevalent among different
population groups predetermined the ways of public institutions and states development. This
remark applies equally to the church. The article is devoted to the consideration of some eco-
nomic and domestic life aspects of Old Russian monasticism. Appeal to the experience of mo-
nasticism 11-13 centuries reveals the contradiction existing between the high ideals of the ascetic
vows, and the needs of everyday life. In the institution’s conditions of the Old Russian Middle
Ages, with its extremely unstable forms of state, social dynamism and uneasy conditions the
monastic life acquired its own specifics. The monk had to have some resources. Only in this way
he could feed himself and ensure his existence. However, the presence in the monk environment
the idea of consistency was due to other reasons. The Old Russian monasticism was formed
from free persons and members of the ancient Russian nobility. Their admission to the monas-
tery brought there not only material resources, but also a life experience, habits and way of life,
habitual for representatives of the higher strata of society. This state of affairs was promoted by
the domination of monastic charters, which permitted individual forms of monastic life. With
certainty it can be stated that, along with consequences of such an intramuscular bundle, the
matter of personal salvation in the monastery did not enter into a fundamental contradiction
with the material wealth of its population.

Abstract: Historians usually analyze Old Russian anti-pagan literature of 11th — 13t cent. as a
source for reconstruction of Slavic paganism. However these compositions include various evi-
dences about social, everyday life of contemporaries, canonic knowledge and philosophy ideas of
Old Russian authors themselves. Thus the literary image of priests (and not only of pagans) is a
subject of interest. The image is very contradictory. As a rule we can read about «poor herds-
man» who did «pagan business», ignored pagan activity and did not want to teach people true
faith. The author gives an interpretation of this fact as an evidence of difficult position of priests
among neophytes of Christianity. The «poor herdsmen» were dependent on the community in
economic sphere so they were able to teach true faith within the limits of the interest of congrega-
tion. So, the priests in Old Russia had to indulge pagan or non-canonical activities and also take
part in them. The authors of anti-pagan literature opposed such a soft and often forced business.

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Abstract: The main approaches of Russian scientists of the 18 — early 20 centuries to the study
of the chronicle story about the “magi’s rebellion” in the northeast of Russia (1071) are consid-
ered in the article. The subject of the study, mainly, was the actions of the magi against women
accused of crop failures and famine, as well as the myth of the man’s creation told by the magi.
The chronicle text was studied on the basis of a wide range of religious and mythological data re-
lating to the Finno-Ugrians, the Scandinavians and the Slavs, taking into account the relation
with Indo-European cultures. Some researchers saw in the magi’s ideology the reflection of the
Bulgarian Bogomils’ creed. Recognizing the absence of the organized priestly estate among the
Eastern Slavs, most scholars considered the magi as the keepers of myths and secret knowledge,
similar in function with village sorcerers and shamans.

Abstract: This article analyzes the controversial issues of the history of the diocese of Cher-
nihiv pre-Mongol period, such as time, circumstances of creation, the list of the ruling bishops,
relations with princely power and the. Base of the Chernigov diocese refers to 20-ies years of 11
century. The reports of the historical sources allow to reconstruct the succession of bishops, who
served the Episcopal Church in Chernigov. In the period of rule of the Neophyte (1072), in terms
of the triumvirate of Kiev there is a brief elevation of Chernihiv to the level of the Archdiocese.
Mentioning bishops in the sources associated with their participation in Chernihiv episcopate in
the events initiated by the Kyiv metropolitans (the ordination of bishops, Church courts), Prince
(the transfer of the relics of Boris and Gleb, the election of Clement Smolyatich), the activities of
the Kiev-Pechersk monastery (relics of St. Theodosius) and the peace operations themselves
Chernihiv hierarchy. The position of the Chernigov diocese in a number of Russian departments
was determined by the value of the Principality in the political life of the ancient Russian state,
the flowering of which occurs during the 20-ies of the XI century until the Mongol invasion.

Abstract: The Ipatiev Chronicle is known and important not only for its antiquity, but for its
uniqueness. It was repeatedly noted in the research literature. It contains also some aspects that
have not yet attracted the special scientist attention. The purpose of this article is to cite some
annalistic examples showing that the cause of the Christianity spread was a part of the Russian
princes care in ordinary and emergency situations in the 12th century, and the princes acted as
propagandists of Orthodoxy in the early period of Russian history. The content of the article is
revealed on the examples of interrelations in the inter-princely environment and between the
princes of the ruling Rurikovich family and commoners ("black people").

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Abstract: The article shows that the dispute between non-possessors and Josephites was not a
spontaneously arisen phenomenon of church social life of the 15th-16th centuries. It had its own
prehistory in the Russian Middle Ages. The questions of the church property status, of the
church material welfare as an institution have became often an occasion for discussions. The
Church hierarchy was forced to justify the " possessor"” position by various canonical documents.
The background of the dispute between Josephites and non-possessors, as shown in the article,
should be considered from the Statutes of princes Vladimir and Yaroslav, from the beginning of
11th century. In addition, such phenomena of the religious life in Ancient Rus as the canonical
justification of Simony (Vladimirsky Council 1274/3), the creation of pseudoepigraphic text "The
Rule of the Saints 165 Father of the Fifth Council on those who offend the God’s church and its
sacred authorities", etc. can be attributed to the dispute background as an expression of a cer-
tain ecclesiastical "policy" that led to protest religious movements and, ultimately, to the open
debate of the church hierarchy with non-possessors.

Abstract: The author considers that Prophetic Oleg in chronicles, despite of the statement of
so call The Story of Temporary Years, Oleg was not the Grand Duke, according to the legends,
who died of the snake's bite in 912, and a warlord of the prince Igor, who took part in the cam-
paign of Russia to Byzantium in 941 and deceased in Persia in 943.The reasons for which Oleg's
status was changed by the chroniclers are determined by the desire of the chroniclers to fill in
the chronological gap between the death of Prince Rurik and the beginning of the regiment of
the first, well known to the Byzantine and Western European chronicles as Russian prince Igor.
For this purpose, in the framework of the Russian history and chronology created by the chroni-
clers, the author of so call The Story of Temporary Years changed the text of the Russian-
Byzantine agreement of 911, and the agreement of 907 was completely made. The chroniclers
probably used Bulgarian sources as additional arguments , including the Bulgarian-Byzantine
agreements, concluded by the Bulgarian nobleman Feodor Olgu Trakan, who served as a proto-
type of Prince Oleg for the chroniclers.

Abstract: The article analyzes the religious foundations of political views that influenced the
motivation and actions character of an outstanding figure in pre-Mongol Rus. The conceptual
provisions of the Monomakh program that were formulated by the Old Russian ruler in his "In-
struction", in the second (1116) and the third (1118) editions of the "Tale of the Time Years", as
well as in the "Tale of Boris Gleb" are reconstructed. Based on these materials strategic aspira-
tions of the authorities and their ideological basis are characterized. Particular attention is paid
to how religious attitudes were implemented in the foreign and domestic Vladimir Monomakh’s
policies. Monomakh declared that he strictly follows the principles of the Christian doctrine. In
his understanding, in all endeavors, one should strive to avoid sin, to have a mortal memory and
to keep in his heart the God fear. In a such paradigm actions imposed significant restrictions on
the rulers, as they limited their choice of means. The analysis of events shows that in real politi-
cal practice the Old Russian prince retreated from the moral credo and it was manifested not on-
ly in relation to the Gentiles, but also to the one-sided rivals. For the sake of political conjecture,
the prince retreated from the strict execution of religious installations.

Starting at the end of 10th century as one of defensive
centers of the left-bank Dnieper from the nomadic attacks, by the middle of the next century, it had
become not only one of the centers of king’s power but also the center episcopacy. In importance
among “Russian lands”, it had already become the 3d city after Kiev and Chernigov by that time.
For several years it had even its own Metropolis. The rising of Pereyaslavl took its place under the
reign of Vsevolod Yaroslavovich. This also happened as a result of allotment of “Russian lands” be-
tween three the oldest sons of Yaroslav the Wise and creation of “The Triumvirate of Yroslavichei”.
The city reached its climax under Yaroslav the Wise and his next successors. With the efforts Yaro-
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slav the Wise it had achieved the second position in hierarchy of Southern Russian cities, but had
lost it both because of political struggles after the death of Mstislav Vladimirovich and attacks of
the Cumans.

Abstract: Arising at the beginning of the XIII century. depths of the Eurasian steppes, the
plague epidemic, better known as the "Black Death", has become a kind of Rubicon of the Mid-
dle Ages and New Times. The visible result of the latter was the formation of entirely new social
and economic relations. Novgorod land in the middle of the 14th - 15th century. was also ex-
posed to this disaster. The author of the article focused attention on what happened in 1417 -
1420 years. in Novgorod, the outbreak of the plague. Analysis of chronicle sources confirmed
that the latter, in comparison with the previous outbreaks of 1352 and 1390, the most detailed is
reflected in the Russian chronicle. According to the researcher, despite the fact that the very de-
scription of the plague of 1417 - 1420 similar to the story in the Rogozhsky chronicler of the epi-
demic of 1363 — 1367. However, the differences are still present. Mostly they touch on the de-
scription of the perception in Novgorod society of this disaster, as well as the consequences to
which this epidemic led. The author believes that one of the most striking events of this epidem-
ic can be considered the Novgorod uprising of 1418.
